NOTICE OF OPPORTUNITY FOR HEARING

Dear Ms. Barnette:  
 
In accordance with Chapter 119, Ohio Revised Code (ORC), you are hereby notified that the 
Ohio Board of Nursing (Board) proposes under authority of Section 4723.06(A)(6), ORC, to 
withdraw conditional approval and deny full approval status to Antonelli College Practical 
Nursing Program (Program) for the following reasons: 
 

1. The Program was granted conditional approval by the Board effective 
November 15, 2012. On November 21, 2014, the Board determined that 
standards established in Chapter 4723-5, OAC, had not been met or maintained 
by the Program. The Board and the Program entered into a consent agreement 
that continued the Program’s conditional approval status to November 20, 2015, 
subject to the terms and conditions of the consent agreement, a copy of which is 
attached hereto and incorporated herein (November 2014 Consent Agreement). 
On May 6-7, 2015, the Board conducted an announced survey visit to review 
whether the Program was meeting and maintaining the standards for education 
programs established in Chapter 4723-5, OAC, and to determine whether the 
Program was complying with the requirements of the November 2014 Consent 
Agreement (May 2015 Survey).  The Board issued its Survey Visit Report on 
May 29, 2015 (May 2015 SVR).  The May 2015 SVR found that requirements 
of Chapter 4723-5, OAC, and of the November 2014 Consent Agreement were 
not met or maintained. On August 5-6, 2015, the Board conducted another 
announced survey visit (August 2015 Survey). The Board issued its Survey 
Visit Report on September 3, 2015 (September 2015 SVR). The September 
2015 SVR found that all requirements of Chapter 4723-5, OAC, were met and 
maintained by the program as of the dates of the August 2015 Survey but that 
there was no documentation to demonstrate the program's ability to implement 
the remaining portions of its curriculum for current students anticipated to 
complete the program in or about October 2015, with respect to IV therapy, 
intra-partum care of an obstetric patient and newborn care within the clinical 
setting to meet the clinical objectives identified in courses PN2504, Intravenous 
Therapy for Nursing, and in PN2112, Practical Nursing II. As a result, the 
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September 2015 SVR required the Program to submit documentation regarding 
these areas pursuant to Items 3. and 8. of the November 2014 Consent 
Agreement. On or about October 15, 2015, the Program provided the requested 
documentation to the Board (the October 2015 Documentation). On November 
19-20, 2015, the Board met and, having considered the November 2014 Consent 
Agreement, the May 2015 SVR, the September 2015 SVR, and the October 
2015 Documentation, has determined that the following standards established in 
Chapter 4723-5, OAC, have not been met or maintained, and that the following 
requirement of the November 2014 Consent Agreement has not been met: 

 
a. The Program failed to comply with the November 2014 Consent 

Agreement, Item 7., when it failed to submit a progress report to the Board 
that was due on September 7, 2015. After notification by the Board that the 
report had not been received, the report was submitted on September 11, 
2015.  

The November 2014 Consent Agreement, Item 7., provides, “ANTONELLI, through its 
administrator, shall submit written progress reports to the Board on or before the following 
dates: December 19, 2014; March 19, 2015; June 19, 2015; and September 7, 2015. These 
progress reports shall address ANTONELLI’s progress in meeting the terms and conditions 
of this Consent Agreement, in addition to complying with the requirements of Chapter 4723-
5, OAC.” 

b. Despite the requirements of Rule 4723-5-12(A)(2), OAC, as identified in 
the May 2015 SVR, the Program’s student readmission policy did not 
include a requirement that a readmitted student meet the curriculum 
requirements effective at the time of readmission. 

Rule 4723-5-12(A)(2), OAC, provides that the administrator of the program and the faculty 
shall establish and implement written policies for student readmission, including a 
requirement that the readmitted student meet the curriculum requirements effective at the time 
of readmission. 

c. As identified in the May 2015 SVR, despite the requirements of Rules 
4723-5-14(A) and  (E)(12), OAC, the curriculum and course description for 
PN2904, Practical Nursing Capstone, did not identify it as a clinical course, 
nor did they identify the clinical hours or student responsibilities relevant to 
a preceptorship. Further, there were no documented clinical objectives 
through which the students’ acquired knowledge, skills and behaviors 
could be validated. The Program also did not provide its students 
opportunity to engage in nursing practice with individuals or groups across 
the lifespan, specifically, the care of patients during labor and delivery and 
the care of newborns. In addition, the Program did not provide the students 
opportunity to engage in nursing care of individuals receiving intravenous 
therapy, including venipuncture.   
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Rule 4723-5-14(A), OAC, provides that the practical nursing education program curriculum 
shall include content that validates the student's acquired knowledge, skills and behaviors that 
are necessary to safely and effectively engage in the practice of licensed practical nursing, as 
defined in division (F) of section 4723.01 of the Revised Code.  Rule 4723-5-14(E), OAC, 
provides that the curriculum shall consist of content that spans a minimum length of thirty 
weeks of full-time study, including examination time, and shall include but not be limited to 
the following areas of study that may be integrated, combined, or presented as separate 
courses: (12) Clinical and laboratory experiences that: (a) Meet the established course 
objectives and outcomes; (b) Provide a nursing student with the opportunity to practice 
cognitive, psychomotor, and affective skills in the performance of a variety of basic nursing 
functions with individuals or groups across the life span; (c) Provide a nursing student with 
the opportunity to practice technical skills; (d) Are provided concurrently with the related 
theory instruction. Rule 4723-5-14(F), OAC, provides that in addition to the content set forth 
in paragraph (E) of this rule, all practical nursing education programs shall include a course or 
content in intravenous therapy. A course or content in intravenous therapy to be included in a 
practical nursing education program shall have, at a minimum, didactic, laboratory, and 
supervised clinical practice that covers the following: (4) Nursing care of individuals 
receiving intravenous therapy, including but not limited to, procedures for: (a) Venipuncture. 

 
d. Despite the requirements of Rule 4723-5-19(A), (B) and (D), OAC, as 

discussed in the May 2015 SVR, the syllabus for PN2504, Intravenous 
Infusion Therapy for Nursing, did not identify the number of theory and 
laboratory hours for the course. In addition, faculty responsible for teaching 
PN2904 required students to complete 80 clock hours of a clinical 
“preceptorship” that was not addressed on the course syllabus with respect 
to clinical hours, objectives or teaching strategies, and there was no faculty 
request for input from the preceptors utilized by the program to evaluate 
the students’ achievement and progress in that course.  

 
Rule 4723-5-19, OAC, provides that faculty teaching a nursing course shall: (A) Provide a 
syllabus or outline to each nursing student that includes at least: (2) The number of theory 
hours, if applicable; (3) The number of laboratory hours, if applicable; (4) The number of 
clinical hours, if applicable; (B) Design and implement teaching strategies that will assist a 
nursing student to meet the course objectives or outcomes; and (D) Evaluate each nursing 
student's achievement and progress with input from the teaching assistant or preceptor, if 
utilized. 

 
e. As identified in the May 2015 SVR, despite the requirements of Rule 4723-

5-20(A), OAC, faculty responsible for teaching PN2904, did not plan for 
the clinical experience that was required by the faculty to be completed by 
students.  

 
Rule 4723-5-20(A), OAC, provides that a faculty member of a nursing education program is 
responsible for planning the student's clinical experience and for evaluating the student's 
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performance. Clinical nursing experiences are assigned by faculty based on course objectives 
and student learning needs. Faculty, teaching assistants or preceptors shall supervise student 
practice by providing guidance, direction, and support appropriate to the clinical situation. 

 
f. As identified in the May 2015 SVR, despite the requirements of Rule 4723-

5-21(E)(1), OAC, the records for preceptor Lisa Chambers did not contain 
verification of current, valid licensure as a licensed practical nurse. 

 
Rule 4723-5-21(E)(1), OAC, requires that administrator of the program shall maintain records 
including the following: Records for preceptors that include: Verification of current, valid 
licensure as a registered nurse, or, for a practical nursing education program, as a licensed 
practical nurse, in the jurisdiction or foreign country where the supervision of a nursing 
student's clinical experience occurs. 
 
Section 4723.06(A)(6), ORC, provides that, for a prelicensure nursing education program that 
has been granted conditional approval by the Board, at the first meeting following completion 
of the survey process required by Section 4723.06(A)(5), ORC, the Board shall determine 
whether to grant full approval to the program. If the Board does not grant full approval or if it 
appears that the program has failed to meet and maintain standards established by rules 
adopted under section 4723.07 of the Revised Code, the Board shall hold an adjudication 
under Chapter 119. of the Revised Code to consider the program. Based on results of the 
adjudication, the Board may continue or withdraw conditional approval, or grant full 
approval. 

 
Accordingly, the Board is authorized to propose to deny full approval and withdraw 
conditional approval of the Program based upon its failure to meet and maintain the standards 
established in rules adopted under Section 4723.07, ORC. 
 
In accordance with Chapter 119, ORC, you are hereby informed that the Program is entitled to 
a hearing in this matter.  If the Program wishes to request such hearing, the request must be 
made in writing and must be received in the Board office within thirty (30) days of the time of 
mailing of this notice. 
 
You are hereby further informed that, if the Program timely requests a hearing, Section 
119.07, ORC, states that “at the hearing [the Program] may appear in person, by its attorney, 
or by such other representative as is permitted to practice before the [Board], or may present 
[its] position, arguments, or contentions in writing.”  At the hearing the Program may also 
present evidence and examine witnesses appearing for and against the Program.

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If the Board fails to receive a request for a hearing within thirty (30) days of the time of 
mailing of this notice, the Board may, in the Program’s absence and upon consideration of the 
factual and legal allegations set forth in this Notice of Opportunity for Hearing, withdraw 
conditional approval and deny full approval status.
